Gajanan Ekbote, chairperson of
the Progressive Education Society,
said around 16,000 pharmacy
seats, 50,000 engineering seats,
and 50,000 BBA seats were vacant
in the state. In view of this situa-
tion, new colleges of engineering
and pharmacy should not be ap-
proved in the state for two years.
He also said non-cooperation by
the Fees Regulatory Authority
(FRA)was a big challenge.

INHOUSE QUOTA in junior col-
leges will only be available to
students of schools run by the
same management that are lo-
cated on the "same premises”,
states new guidelines for class 11
or First Year Junior College (FY]JC)
admissions by the State
Directorate of Education.

The information booklet
published by the Directorate of
Secondary and Higher Education
regarding the class 11 centralised
online admission process says,
“Students who have passed std.
10th from secondary school
(within same premises) of the
sameé management who run

Junior Colleges are eligible for
Inhouse quota admission in
those Jr. Colleges.”

This will affect multiple ed-
ucational institutes ancl trusts
in the state that have inhouse
quota systems. For example,
the Deccan Education Society
has multiple schools in Pune
and students from these
schools could avail the inhouse
quota to get admission In
Fergusson Junior College.
However, these schools are not
located on the same premises
as the junior college, meaning
that from this year, students
from these schools will not be
eligble for the quota.

Mahesh Palkar, Director of
Secondary and  Higher
Education, said, “It is expected

that for inhouse quota the
school and the junior college be
in the same premises. If a junior
college is in Colaba [Mumbai
and the same management has
a school on the Karnataka bor-
der, and a student from that
school applies for the Colaba
junior college, that cannot be
considered inhouse quota.”

Colleges oppose move

D D Kumbar, Vice Principal
of Fergusson Junior College ob-
jected to the new rule and told
The Indian Express, “This will
affect Fergusson 100 per cent.

Online centralised appli
cationprocess (CAP)for FY.JC
admissions started anew on
Monday across the state after
technical issues crashed the
portal on May 21, the earlier
scheduled starting date.

Pune: Counsellors appointed by the Maha
rashtra State Board of Secondary and Higher
Secondary Education were inundated with
calls from anxious students and distressed pa-
rents after the declaration of HSC (Class XII)
results on Monday
Some counsellors reported fielding as ma-
ny as 150 calls in a single day. many from stu-
dents grappling with feelingsof shame. fear, or
hopelessness due to  lowerthanexpected
marks. “Some students were worried about fa-
cing their families and society while parents
were equally distraught, seeking advice on
how to support their children and prevent ex-
wreme reactions,” said one of the counsellors.
This year's overall pass percentage drop-
ped by 1.49%. The arts stream recorded the hig-
hest failure rate among all streams. With re-
ports of Class X1l students from different parts
of Maharashtra committing suicide following
declaration of results, board chairman Sha-
rad Gosavi appealed to students not to equate
exam results with their selfworth, “This is
just one exam, not the final exam of life,” he
told TOL “Students who fatled can appear for
the supplementary exam in June/July. the re-
sultof which willbeoutby theend of July That
way; they won't lose an academic year and can
still pursue the course of theircholce™
“Many students are anxious after recei-
ving lower marks. But once they speak to us
and we reassure them that this is not the end
and that they still have many options ahead,
they begin to calm down.

THE ONLINE centralised admis
s1on process (CAP) for First Year
Junior College (FYJC) students in
Maharashtra was abruptly halted
on Wednesday, shortly after its
launch, due to a technical glitch
that led to the website crashing
As a result. the entire process has
now been delayed by at least five
days, sparking criticism across
Maharashtra — especally from
rural regions — aver the decsion
to expand the system statewide
Until last year, the online
process was limited to urban re-
gions from the Mumbai
‘Metropolitan Region (MMR).
Pune-Pimpni Chinchwad,
Nagpur, Nashik and Amravan,
where tough competition and
frequent malpractices made a
tentralised online system neces-
sary. From this year, the process is
being held across the state
However, educators and parents
from rural areas argue that such
issues do not exist in their re-
gions, and college admissions
have generally been smooth and
timely

They wall have to do this
multiple imes — to apply. check
merit lists, and confirm adimis-
sions. It 15 completely unfair
when earier they could justwalk

Dhobale noted that in rural
areas, students usually opt for the
nearest junior college to avoid
hassles in commuting.

“There has
been no proper electnaty in ru-
ral Sindhudurg fm three daysdue
to heavy rain,” said Prashant
palav, a teacher from Avlegaon
Junior College in Kudal “How are
students supposed to fill out
forms online without power or
intermet? Those who turm to cy-
ber cafés are being charged Rs
200. It has become a business,
and banners are put upinnearby
areas due to a lack of awareness
of the system.” he said.

Beyond accessibility, many
have raised concerns about the
lack of clear guidance and train-
ing. "Evenschools and junior col-
leges have not recerved any for-
mal instrucnons. We are clueless
when pan:ms come to us with
queries.” Dhobale added.

PUNE: Despite the State School
Education Department delaying
the first-year junior college
(FYJC) online admissions for
2025-26 for site maintenance,
students still faced technical
Issues when the process
resumed on Monday.

The centralised admission
process (CAP), which was ini-
tially scheduled to begin on May
21, was postponed after students
encountered issues accessing
the portal.

Following these disruptions,
the website was temporarily
taken down for maintenance,
with the system being brought
back online on Monday.

This year, Maharashtra has
introduced its first-ever central-
ised online admission system
for Class 11 students.

The new digital initiative
spans 9,281 junior colleges
across the state, offering more
than 20 lakh seats to students.

However, students argue that
the admission process has been
rushed, leaving them with little

time to prepare for the various
steps involved.

Vedika Bhingare, a student
from Vidya Vinay Niketan
School, expressed her concerns:
“Iam stressed about admission
as [ won't be able to fill the form
till May 31, when I will receive
the school leaving certificate.”

The state's sudden switch toa
fully online, single-window
allotment system has faced sig-
nificant challenges. Many stu-
dents claim that internet con-
nectivity issues and slow speeds
are hindering their ability to
complete the process. Technical

Vinayak Madbhave from New
English School shared his diffi-
culties: “I've been trying to com-
plete the admission form since
this afternoon, but I'm facing
multiple issues. First, I can’t
lock Part 1 of the form because it
keeps showing ‘missing regis-
tration details.”

The digital divide, particu-
larly in rural areas, is also a
major concern. As per data,
over 54 per cent of Maharash-
tra's population resides in rural
areas, where access to reliable
internet and digital devices is
limited.

officials in attendance, includ-
ing library director Ashok
Gadekar and deputy secretary
of the higher education depart-
ment Ashok Mande.

Patil also emphasised the use
of technology to streamline and
make library processes more
transparent. He directed offi-
cials to develop an online sys-
tem for the classification and
reclassification of eligible
libraries, which would make the
grading process more efficient
and accessible.

“Library modernisation and

ease-of-access must be prlor]-
tised. By adopting digital sys-
tems, library services can reach
a much wider population,” Patil
said, underlining the impor-
tance of tech-driven solutions in
the public library system.

The meeting also involved an
in-depth discussion on library
management systemns; grant dis-
bursement processes; function-

ing of divisional and district-
level libraries; library commit-
tees; and the development of a
new state library policy. As part
of the new classification system,
clear parameters have been set

for upgrading a library’s grade. |

For a ‘D’ grade library to be
upgraded to 'C’ grade, it must
hold at least 1,001 books. Simi-
larly, a ‘C' grade library needs
5,001 books to move to ‘B’ grade
whereas a ‘B’ grade library

requires 15,001 books to qualify

for the ‘A’ grade status.
