Pune: Union minister of road
transport and highways Nitin
Gadkari on Monday criticised
the approach of bureaucracy
in decision-making, stating
that bureaucrats tend to reject
out-of-the-box ideas.

Gadkari was in Pune to at-
tend a series of events on Mon-
day. At one of these, he confer-
red the Punyabhushan award
on economist Vijay Kelkar at
Balgandharva Auditorium. -

While speaking at the
event, Gadkari expressed dis-
pleasure over the approach of
bureaucrats and said that Kel-
kar was an exceptionto it.

The minister said, “In the
policy-making process, govt
has to adopt a flexible appro-
ach while thinking about the
betterment of the common
man. After our govt adopted
the flexible approach, now the-
reisnodearthof funds, butmy
complaint isabout the slow pa-
ce at which the projects are be-
ingexecuted.”

“The bureaucracy in our
country has a rigid approach

This means a student who
completes Class 10 in a school in
the Pune district will now be eli-
gible for Class U admission
under the in-house quota in any

| junior college operated by the

same institution in the district—
even if the campuses are in dif-
ferent localities.

The online admission process
for Class 11 is currently under-
way across the state. This year,
for the first time, a new condi-
tion was introduced, stating
that in-house quota admissions
would be allowed only if the
secondary school and junior
college of the same institution
were located on the same prem-
ises. This sparked fears that sev-
eral students, particularly those
from rural areas, would be
denied in-house quota benefits
despite being from the same
institutional group.

Over 9,087 students confirming admlssions under various quotas

he centralised online admission process

(CADP) for the First-Year Junior College

(FYJC) has begun across Maharashtra,

with over 9,087 students confirming
their admissions under various quotas in the
initial phase.

The general merit list, based on data provided
by students in their application forms, was
released on Wednesday by the Directorate of
Higher Education.

Admisslons confirmed

under various quotas

On Thursday, the Education Department received
52,468 applications under the in-house quota, of
which 3,871 admissions were confirmed. Under
the management quota, 36,991 applications were
received, and 1,022 students finalised their admis-
sions. The minority quota saw 23,589 applica-
tions, with 4,194 students confirming their seats.

In total, 1,13,048 quota-based applications
were received, and 9,087 admissions have been
confirmed so far.

A total of 9,435 junior colleges and higher sec-
ondary schools have registered for the first round
of admissions, collectively offering 21,23,040
seats. Of these, 18,97,526 seats are available under
the CAP, while 2,25,514 are reserved under various
quotas, including minority, in-house, and man-

agement categories, stated the education directo-

rate in its statement,

As of now, 12,71,295 students have completed
their registration for the CAP.

Quota admissions are being conducted in a
separate time window — from 11 am to 6 pm on
June 12 and June 14. During this period, students
seeking admission under any quota must visit the
respective colleges in person to confirm their seats.

Choose quota carefully,
says Education Dept
The Education Department has clarified that con-
firming admission under any quota is optional.
However, once a student confirms admission
through a quota, their name will be removed from
further CAP rounds, and the seat will be consid-
ered final and non-transferable.

Students have been advised to make their deci-
sion carefully before confirming a quota-based
seat, said officials.

dents and universities. In (ts 589th
meeting held on April 2025, the UGC
approved a partial modification to
the guidelines. The revised clause
says, Two academic programmes,
pursued simultaneously before the
i1ssuance of these guidelines, by the
UGC regulations and norms prascn-
bed by the statutory professional co-
uncils, shallbe treated as valid
By validating past dual-degree
combinations, the UGC has acknow-
ledged that the efforts of students
who pursued simultaneous degrees
should not be invalidated. “After all,
should graduates face doubts over
what they earned in good faith. It al-
so brings a welcome sense of conti-
nuity. In effect, the UGC has turned a
regulatory patch into a coherent
framework," says M Jagadesh Ku-
matr, former chairman, UGC
The UGC's decision is rooted in
the principle of educational consis-
tency. “Many students had pursued
two degrees concurrently based on
the prevailing rules of individual uni-
versities, professional councils, or
distance education bodies like the
DEC/DEB.
