The functioning of the Internal Quality Assurance Cell is under the able guidance of Chairman IQAC,
Dr. R. S. Zunjarrao. The IQAC committee is revised in the year 2024-25.

The major achievement in the year 2024-25 is award of Best College (Sports) award from Savitribai
Phule Pune University, Pune for the 8th consecutive time.

The Department of Animation has established a Virtual Library that is available on the college website.
Through this, a virtual tour of the library is available. Another version of the Virtual Library is under
development in which the Virtual Reality technique is going to be used. This development is a success
story of implementation of Seed Money Scheme by the College. This Virtual Library Project is funded
under the Seed Money Scheme.

 This year the students of PG Part 2 completed a Research Project as a part of the PG Part 2 curriculum.
Among all the Departments, the students of Psychology and  of Animation published their research papers
on the research work done under the Research Project. One student from the Department of Geography
also published the research paper on the research work done.

NEP Implementation :
From the academic year 2024-25, NEP 2024 Pattern, another version of NEP 2020 was implemented.

Many awareness workshops, meetings with reference to the implementation of NEP 2020-2024 pattern
were conducted. The syllabus framework and detailed syllabus was prepared as per the guidelines of NEP
2020 2024 pattern. Along with the NEP 2024 pattern, the NEP 2023 pattern SY UG syllabus is also
developed and implemented. The various BOS meetings were conducted and the NEP syllabus was passed
through the Academic Council. As per the SPPU circular, the syllabus was sent to SPPU for approval.

Exclusive Feedback Collection mechanism was developed in Vriddhi ERP through which the students
individual feedback was received through his/her personal login. Semester wise feedback was conducted.

Two batches were started and conducted a certificate course ‘Sangeet Rasaswad / Music Appreciation’
in association with Lalit Kala Kendra, SPPU in the online mode. The Department of Music conducted
courses on Tabla, Harmonium and Bharatnatyam. These courses received a huge response from the
students and society.  One course on Sugam Sangeet was developed exclusively for the staff members by
the Department of Performing Arts.

In 2024-25, the college conducted many curricular and extracurricular activities. Every department
conducted the yearly Fest, departmental activities and submitted the reports to IQAC.

This year also the data collection, data compilation and record keeping of data processes were revamped.
The generalized formats were prepared and the focus was given on online data collection. The data was
collected and compiled which was used for the submission of AISHE, NIRF, Annual Reports, MIS and Self
appraisal reports of the institution.

IQAC took initiative to conduct the Biodiversity audit on its own. The staff members and students
took initiative to conduct the Audit. Funds were provided to them through the Yuva Sanshodhak Scheme
of the College. The seed money for research to staff members scheme is also implemented in the ac. yr.
2024-25.

IQAC submitted the AQAR report of the year 2023-24 in an online manner. For the data collection
purpose w.r.t. AQAR, a separate task based AQAR committee was formed. In the revised form of data
collection, it was decided and implemented the collection of data in online format using google sheets
shared by IQAC.

In addition to these conferences, various workshops, seminars, guest lectures and teachers training
programs were proposed and organized by IQAC.

Department of
Performing Arts

The department stepped into its second year
of operations in June 2025. As per the new
NEP 2024, 26 FY students choose Music as
one of their three core subjects. Due to some
circumstances, 3 students of 2023-24 batch had
to drop out. Resultantly we had 9 SYBA (Music
Major) students in 2024-25 and 4 students of
Minor continuing with their SYBA (Music
Minor) in 2024-25. 2 students of SY and 11 FY
students took music subjects for their OE (Open
Elective). We also began afternoon hobby
classes in Tabla, Bharatanatyam, Violin and
Harmonium.
We successfully conducted the first batch of
‘Introduction to Western Music’ course for
children with the support of Suzuki School of
Violin. The course spread over six offline
interactive sessions (July-Sept 2024) was
attended by 19 students and their parents.
Sessions were conducted on Fundamentals of
Western Music, Instruments used in Western
Music, Periods in Western Music, Musical
forms and contexts and Western Popular and
Film music by Shri. Kuldeep Barve and
Shri. Shardul Bapat. The course was conceived,
coordinated and executed by Dr. Pushkar Lele
(HoD, Dept. of Performing Arts) with the
course contents being planned by Ms. Rama
Chobhe (Suzuki School of Violin), Shardul
Bapat and Kuldeep Barve. We had the pleasure
to host Mr. Dhruva Sheshadri, an IRS officer
and pianist of repute as our guest, to give away
the certificates and encourage these bright
young musical minds.
University of Chicago – Study Abroad Program,
led by Prof. Tyler Williams, Associate
Professor, Department of South Asian
Languages and Civilizations collaborated with
us to conduct three interactive sessions for 8
undergrad students on Indian Music by
Dr. Pushkar Lele in November 2024.

Dr. Lele also successfully led and conducted
the 3rd and 4th Batch of Certificate Course in
Music Appreciation.
The department facilitated the processing of
accident insurance claims of our SYBA student
Suranjan Jaybhaye as offered by SPPU, with
the help of Dr. Shubhangi Puranik (Vice
Principal – PG Section).

A total of 58 entries were
received from all over the state. An
independent panel of judges screened 59 music
videos sent by participants and  selected 24
talented vocalists for the second (final) round,
which was held on 1st March 2025 at Bharat
Ratna Lata Mangeshkar Sabhagriha, New
Building, Modern College, Shivajinagar.

The Department of Biotechnology established
in 2005 will be completing 20 years in the coming
academic year.

It began with an “Innovation
Competition” based on Business Proposals in
Biotechnology. Two business proposals were
presented in front of the judges and one was
selected as the best proposal. On 3rd Jan the Biotech
Fest was inaugurated officially followed by
conduction of various competitions. On the first
day of the fest i.e. 3rd Jan Biorangoli, fuel less
cooking, petri plate art, origami, chemo magic
competitions were conducted. On 4 th Jan.
Bioformans, Lab Mania and Quiz competitions were
conducted. “Treasure Hunt” was also conducted on
4th Jan which was followed by the valedictory
function. The chief guest was Dr. Shubhangi
Puranik . She stated the importance of such
competitions in the student’s life and  enlightened
the students with the importance of utilisation of
waste for making its best use. He gave away the
prizes to all the winners. Overall it was a successful
organisation of “BiotechFest 2024-25. It helped to
explore talent and aptitude for co-curricular

activities among students. All staff members were
involved in organizing the Biotech fest along with
non-teaching staff members.

Like last year the students and staff members
of the department were involved in “The German
Exchange Program” that was initiated in the

05.  In the initial years it was via online mode but
since the last academic year i.e. 2023-24 it has been
in offline mode. It has been an enriching and
transformative experience for both the students
from Germany and our institution. as they
participated in the International Biotechnology
Congress which was held in Johanna Wittum
School, Pforzheim, Germany from 10th to 17h

January 2025. This congress was conducted under
the ERASMUS+ program of Europe and got funding
from different sponsoring agencies like Rotary
Club, Roche Diagnostics etc. Our college was the
only institute participating in this Congress from
India, in other words, we represented India in this
international event.

Team of students from the Czech Republic,
Slovakia, Germany, and Lithuania were the
mentors for the congress. 140 participants
(students and teachers) from 12 countries were
present for the congress. Total 40 work groups
were created which comprised two participants
from different countries. Along with this Congress
students also visited a few places in Germany. It
has been an enriching and transformative
experience for the students from Germany and our
countries.

Another milestone for our Department this
year was for B.Sc. Blended course.  The BSc
Blended Research Camp was held from November
19 to 25, 2024, at the University of Melbourne,
provided biosciences students with a unique
opportunity to explore advanced scientific concepts,
engage with ground breaking research, and
interact with leading researchers. The series of
lectures during the camp emphasized critical areas
such as biotechnology, conservation genomics,
neural development, and imaging techniques. The
camp wasn’t limited to academic sessions. It also
incorporated activities such as a guided campus
tour, networking events, and exposure to
postgraduate opportunities. The variety in

Programming ensured participants were not
only academically enriched but also culturally
immersed.
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The academic sessions throughout the week
provided a comprehensive overview of advanced
topics in biosciences, blending the theoretical
learning with practical insights.

Green Campus
Committee

The Green Campus Committee is actively
working on various aspects of the college. This
committee majorly works for the seventh NAAC
criteria. For discussing the work plans for this year
accordingly, the criteria in-charge meeting was
conducted in the Animation department on 1stJuly
2024. The IQAC coordinator Dr. Anjali Sardesai,
Dr. Rama Phadke and Dr. Radhika Velankar were
present in the meeting. The agenda of the meeting
was to discuss the documents required for each
sub-criteria.

The second activity of the committee was
meeting with Mrs. Preetu Chaudhari from Little
Leaf Foundation regarding the MOU for paper
recycling. Little Leaf Foundation is actively
involved in waste paper recycling and making books
and notebooks from it. The MOU will soon be signed
for recycling of paper waste of college and getting
A4 size printing pages from the organisation.
This year, the first committee meeting was
conducted on17thDecember 2024 to discuss an
important plan of action regarding green campus.
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Many green campus committee members were
present in the meeting, and their work was as
follows:
1. Biocomposting of leaf litter and plant waste

with the help of the Rotary Club and Pune
Municipal Corporation. The bio-composting
unit is reactivated with the help of culture
provided by PMC and periodically added with
leaf litter for bio-composting.

2. Similarly, the vermicomposting unit has also
been activated in collaboration with INORA.
The earthworms and other composting
material were added in the vermicomposting
unit by INNORA experts. Sprinklers and drip
irrigation is provided to keep the units moist
and fast degradation of biological waste. The
unit has started producing vermicompost now.

3. The butterfly garden concept was also initiated
with the help of the Zoology and Botany
departments. The experts from both the
departments helped in choosing the plant
species and maintaining them to attract
butterflies. The budget for the butterfly garden
was sanctioned through the YSS scheme and
students were also encouraged to plant the
plantlets and maintain them. Prof. Madhura
Palshikar from the Biotechnology department
received the sanction of a butterfly garden and
six students worked under her guidance to
erect the garden. The drip irrigation system
is also set for watering the plants during the
summer vacation. Prof. Tarte from the
Electronics Department actively set the
system for watering of plants.

4. The committee also worked actively towards
the zero garbage institute. For effective
segregation of plastic, metal and glass waste
college was in need of dust beans.
Prof. Dr.Jyotsna Ekbote being a Ex- corporate
of Pune Municipal Corporation and
Chairperson of college development committee
helped in giving 12 dustbins for effective
segregation and disposal of different types of
solid waste. She also helped in getting the dust
beans from Adar Poonawalla Foundation in
effective solid waste management of college.
Prof. Anisha Dewakate from Department of
Biotechnology took initiative for getting the
dust beans at college campus.

5. College has set up a sewage treatment plant
with the capacity of 2000 lit./day for purification
of waste water generated from labs. The waste
water collected from labs showed a high
amount of iron. Hence the project was
undertaken by Dr. Radhika Velankar from

department of Biotechnology under the
guidance of respected Principal Dr.R.S.
Zunjarrao on phytoremediation using canna
plants. The funding of 1.5 lakhs was
sanctioned under the SEED money project for
phytoremediation. The results for iron
utilisation by the canna plant are promising
and will be implemented on a large scale.

6. The biodiversity audit of the college campus
along with other institutes of Progressive
Education Society situated in Shivajinagar
area was conducted. SYBSc Biotechnology
students under their CEP coursework
conducted a biodiversity survey for
microorganisms, plants and animals. The next
step involved recording the seasonal variations
in it. This biodiversity report will be useful to
locate the changes in flora and fauna of the
campus in different seasons and over the
years.

7. Plastic collection drive was also a major activity
conducted by the committee in collaboration
with Bisleri Company. The stall was set by
Bisleri Company during the annual Vyapar
Mela. The company representative and
student volunteers from the Biotechnology
Department explained the importance of
plastic collection. The company displayed
various products made of plastic to visitors.

8. The committee also conducted the plastic
collection drives on the 15th and 30th day of
every month. The collected plastic from these
and previous drives was donated by Bisleri
Company. A total of 400 kgs plastic was
collected and given to the company. The
committee is committed to continue this
activity in future.

9. The MOU was sanctioned by the college with
PASSCO Company for the collection of
biomedical waste. The duration of MOU was
completed in the year 2019. The MOU is not
extended further as no biomedical waste gets
generated in the college.

10. The committee is also working on rain water
harvesting, solar energy generation and more
effective solid waste management under the
able guidance of Dr. R.S.Zunjarrao, Dr.Anjali
Sardesai and Prof. Neeta Patil, adviser of the
committee.

11. Further work  will include reduction of
pollution in campus by promoting use of e
vehicles in campus, generation of solar energy
and  development of  the botanical garden,
carbon footprint reduction and more.
