Establishment of the Department

The Department of Animation is established
in the Academic Year 2019-20 as a separate
Department. Initially it was under the Department
of Computer Science. The course run by the
department is B.Sc. Animation which is a 3 years
degree course started by Savitribai Phule Pune
University in the Academic Year 2012-13 and in
Modern College in the year 2013-14.

Under autonomous status the department has
also started M.Sc. Animation course from the
academic year 2022-23. The Department of
Animation, Modern College is the pioneer to start
an Msc in Animation Course under the Savitribai
Phule Pune University. The Department is also
the only one to do so in Maharashtra State. UGC
NSDC had sanctioned B.Voc. Animator (3D
Animation and VFX), 3 years degree course which
started from Academic Year 2021-22. Savitribai
Phule Pune University also granted approval to
both Msc in Animation and BVoc Animator. The
department also launched a Graphic Designing and
Animation (GDA) certificate course and teacher’s
training course. The intention of running these
courses is to bridge the gap between Industry and
academics and to produce skilled manpower
required for the Animation Industry by giving
relevant knowledge and practical experience to the
students.

The department is well equipped with modern
facilities and tools required for the animation
studies. It includes four computer labs and one VEX
studio and one recording studio. All the staff
members are qualified and experienced in their
subjects. Along with the teaching they also
participate in various off-campus industrial and
educational activities.

The department also conduets various lectures
and seminars on relevant industry subjects by
experts from the field. As a result, the students of
Modern College, Shivajinagar, Pune-5 are at the
forefront in the Animation field. During their
graduate studies they undertake the projects which
are relevant to the current Industrial needs. These
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projects have helped students to apply their
theoretical knowledge to the real life situation. They
develop a portfolio to showcase their expertise
gained in three years of degree course. Through
practical demonstrations, Guest Lectures, Group
Discussions etc, we bring the latest in Animation
technology to our students. Co-curricular activities
sharpen their minds and other skills that help in
overall development.

We have a dedicated team of teachers, experts
and well equipped laboratories. The young and
highly qualified team of faculty members spare no
efforts to keep the students well motivated and in
updating their knowledge, creativity and skills.

The Department of Biotechnology established
in 2005is a vibrant department arranging many
activities for overall development of students. All
the students and staff members were involved in
various co-curricular and extracurricular activities
along with all curricular activities. This year also
the department conducted the annual event
“Biotech Fest 2025-26” in which various
competitions were conducted. There was a huge
response from the students for this annual activity.
The “BiotechFest” was conducted from 5" to 7%
Jan 2026. The program was inaugurated by Dr.
Neeta Patil HOD Botany at 11 am.

On 5™ January 2026 followed by inauguration
of Biotech Fest the very first competition was
Biorangoli. Students were supposed to express
their thoughts and opinions on social issues
through biological concepts and using biological
material with rangoli. Students not only expressed
but also explained their thought process. The
rangolis were evaluated on parameters like
drawing, material used, creativity/idea, colour
combination and overall impact of rangoli and
expression by students. The judge of the
competition was Dr. Neeta Patil (Head of
department-Botany). The second competition
conducted in BiotechFest was the Navinya
competition — Innovative minds in Biotechnology
competition. It was conducted on 3" Jan 2026.Total
groups participated in the competitions are five. A
competition of Petri plate art was organized
where students were allowed to showcase their
talent on the petri plate in the form of growth of
microbes in a specific pattern. About 28 students
participated in this competition from different
classes of Biotechnology and Blended courses. The
students were told to display their art from 11.00-
1.00 pm in the department laboratory. The poster
and model competition was the third event
conducted on 5™ Jan 2026. A total of 18 posters
and 16 models were exhibited in it. The next day
the first competition conducted was fuelless
cooking. The numbers of participants were 31
groups. The next competition conducted was
Chemomagic competition for B.Sc Biotechnology
and B.Sc Blended (Bioscience) students on 6%
January 2026. Students participating in this
competition performed magical experiments and

explained the principle and chemical reactions
behind the experiment.

In Biotech Fest, on the last day of the morning
session, a Labathon competition was conducted.

A total of 24 groups, each one including three
students, participated in the competition.

In round one three tasks A, B and C were
performed by three distinct students in a group
independently one after the other. Time required
for each task was recorded and accuracy in
performance was observed. Students enjoyed
thoroughly not only as participants but also as
audience. Different fun games based on
biotechnology concepts were arranged for students.

Participants and audience were on their toes
and exhilarated in the competition. The last
competition was “BioFormans” where students
expressed concepts of Biotechnology through
performing arts. Our students not only staged the
skit but also wrote scripts on their own and
developed characters incorporating their
biotechnology concepts. Overall it was a fulfilling
experience for the students. It helped to explore
talent and aptitude for co-curricular activities
among students. All staff members enthusiastically
involved in organizing the Biotech fest along with
non-teaching staff members. Like last year in this
academic year also the students and staff members
of the department involved in “The German
Exchange Program” that was initiated in the
academic year 2020 with Johanna Wittum Schule
from Germany and our college, Modern College of
Arts, Science, and Commerce, Shivajinagar, Pune-
05. In the initial few years it was via online mode
but since last academic year i.e. 2023-24 is in offline
mode. It has been an enriching and transformative
experience for both the students from Germany
and our institution. The India—Germany Exchange
Program is an academic initiative aimed at
promoting scientific learning, cultural exchange,
and interdisciplinary exposure among students. The
December 2025-26 program focused on combining
modern biotechnology techniques with traditional
knowledge systems to provide a holistic learning
experience. The program included laboratory
experiments, plant studies, industrial exposure, and
cultural visits, allowing students to understand both
theoretical and practical aspects of life sciences.
9nd December 2025 (Tuesday) the participants
arrived in India and Modern College. On 3™ Dec
the day marked the beginning of an academic and
cultural exchange aimed at providing
interdisciplinary exposure to students. A welcome




program was organised, followed by an
introductory meeting with the Principal, Prof. Dr.
Nivedita Ekbote, where the objectives and
structure of the exchange program were explained.
The session helped students understand the
importance of international academic
collaborations and interdisciplinary learning in the
field of biotechnology and life sciences. The second
day of the program focused on traditional knowledge
systems and modern analytical techniques. The
third day of the exchange program focused on
understanding the biological effects of plant extracts
through different experimental models. Overall,
the sessions conducted on this day provided a clear
understanding of how plant extracts are tested at
different biological levels, ranging from
microorganisms to embryos and cultured cells. The
fourth day of the program included both cultural
and industrial exposure, allowing students to gain
insights beyond laboratory learning. After lunch,
students visited KF Bioplants Pvt. Ltd., Manjari,
one of India’s largest agricultural biotechnology
companies. During the industrial visit, students
were introduced to large-scale plant tissue culture
and in-vitro plant production techniques. The final
day of the India—~Germany Exchange Program
included academic interaction sessions and the
valedictory function. The India—~Germany Exchange
Program was a well-structured initiative that
successfully combined academic learning with
cultural exchange. The program provided students
with exposure to laboratory techniques, traditional
medicinal knowledge, industrial biotechnology, and
cultural heritage. Interactions with faculty
members, industry professionals, and international
students enriched the learning experience.

Another important activity was conducted with
mnternational collaboration was “Research Camp
srganised by University of Melbourne. It was held
a2t the University of Melbourne from 24" November
10 29 November, offering the third year BSc
Hlended Biosciences students a chance to dive into
-utting edge research, learn from top academies,
and explore advanced scientific ideas. The camp’s
ecture series covered key areas like Plant
Hiotechnology, Neural Development, Imaging
Techniques, Industrial Collaborations,
Siotechnology Commercialization, giving students
= comprehensive understanding of the latest
‘evelopments in the field. The camp commenced
=ith an orientation session that introduced
narticipants to the University of Melbourne’s
research environment. This was followed by an
nteractive session with senior FoS of University

of Melbourne, and an overview of the week’s
academic schedule, setting the stage for a
stimulating series of lectures and discussions.

The department had organised a one- day
awareness program on honey beekeeping on 5th
August 2025 for First- and Second- Year
Biotechnology and Blended Bioscience students at
Modern College of Arts, Science and Commerce
Shivajinagar, Pune -05. The program was
coordinated and organised by Dr. Kavita Hadawale
(Assistant Professor, Department of Biotechnology)
in the presence of the dignitaries, including the
Dr. Shubhangi Puranik (Vice -Principal, P.G.
Section), Dr. Rama Phadke (Head of the
Biotechnology Department), Dr. P. S, Kudnar
(Professor of Zoology Department), Mr. Rahul Kale
(Beekeeping Resource Person, CBRTI, Pune), and
Dr. Sharad Goswami and other faculties of
Department of Biotechnology.

The Department of Fashion Technology was
established in 2014. The Department offers a range
of academic programmes designed to provide
comprehensive and skill-oriented education in the
field of fashion. The courses offered include the
Bachelor of Vocation (B. Voc) in Fashion
Technology & Apparel Designing (three-year
degree programme), Master of Vocation (M. Voc)
in Fashion Technology & Apparel Designing, and
the Community College Diploma in Dress Designing
and Tailoring. All programmes are affiliated with
Savitribai Phule Pune University.

These programmes are structured with a
strong emphasis on skill development, with
approximately 70% of the curriculum being
practically oriented. The courses are designed to
equip students with hands-on experience, technical
proficiency, and industry-relevant competencies,
ensuring they are well-prepared for professional
careers in the fashion and apparel sector.

Admissions and Academic Structure

The admissions for First Year B. Voc (Fashion
Technology & Apparel Designing) were filled to full
capacity, with an intake of 50 students. This reflects
the increasing recognition of the programme and
its relevance in the evolving fashion industry.

The curriculum is thoughtfully structured to
provide a comprehensive understanding of the
entire fashion ecosystem. Students are introduced
to the journey of fashion from its very roots—
beginning with fiber, yarn, and fabric
manufacturing—to advanced stages such as
concept development, design execution, garment
construction, and styling. Further, the programme
integrates critical aspects of identifying target
markets, branding, marketing strategies, retail
management, and profit generation. This ensures
that students are not only trained as designers but
also as industry-ready professionals equipped with
entrepreneurial and managerial skills.

Co-Curricular and Experiential Learning
Activities
To complement classroom teaching, the
department organized a series of well-planned
co-curricular activities aimed at enhancing
practical knowledge, creativity, and innovation
among students.

1. Paper Draping Competition:

The Paper Draping Competition was designed
to encourage students to think beyond
conventional materials and explore form,
structure, and silhouette using paper as a
medium. Students demonstrated exceptional
creativity by transforming a simple material
into innovative garment forms, thereby
strengthening their understanding of draping
techniques, proportion, and design aesthetics.

2. Open Classes (Beyond Classroom
Learning):

The department conducted open classes to
promote experiential and observational
learning. These sessions were held outside the
traditional classroom setting, allowing
students to draw inspiration from real-life
environments, textures, colours, and human
interactions. This approach fostered creative
thinking, adaptability, and a deeper connection
between design and surroundings.

3. Tie and Dye Workshop:

A hands-on Tie and Dye Workshop was
conducted to familiarize students with
traditional textile techniques. Students
explored various resist-dyeing methods,
experimented with colour combinations, and
gained practical insights into surface
ornamentation. The workshop also
emphasized the relevance of sustainable and
handcrafted processes in contemporary
fashion.

4. Printing Workshop:

The Printing Workshop provided students with
exposure to fabric surface design techniques,
including block printing and stencil




applications. Through guided practice, students
developed an understanding of pattern
creation, repeat design, and colour application,
thereby enhancing their textile design skills.

5. Product Development Activities:

Under the subject Art and Craft Research and
Documentation, students undertook an in-
depth exploration of traditional and
contemporary arts and crafts from across the
world. Each student selected a specific art or
craft form and conducted detailed research on
its history, cultural significance, techniques,
and making processes. Based on this study,
students were guided to reinterpret these
traditional practices into contemporary
product designs.

This academic year, a total of 36 innovative
products were developed using a wide range
of materials such as wood, canvas, clay, ropes,
gold foils, metals, and mixed media. The
activity not only strengthened students’
research and conceptualization skills but also
provided them with valuable hands-on
experience in material handling,
craftsmanship, and product execution.

A proper Documentation of the research
is done in form of thesis (Black Book)

Alongside apparel design, this exercise
enabled students to engage deeply with
traditional art forms while adapting them to
modern contexts, thereby broadening their
creative perspectives and technical capabilities.

6. Visit to Pune Book Festival

Students visited Pune Book Festival on 17/12/
2025. This was to show how impactful and
important books are in human life.

Major Events and Achievements

i) Vyapar Mela 2026 (12th & 13th January
2026):

The Department of Fashion Technology
successfully organized Vyapar Mela 2026, a
large-scale entrepreneurial event that
witnessed participation of around 80 stalls.
Students showecased and sold a diverse range
of products, including garments, accessories,
and lifestyle items.

The
visit proved to be highly informative,
strengthening students’ understanding of the
textile production chain.

February 2026):

The highlight of the academic year was the
Annual Fashion Show, Darpan 2026, which
served as a grand platform for the Third Year
students to present their final collections. A
total of 13 unique fashion collections were
conceptualized and developed, reflecting
innovation, technical precision, and
contemporary design sensibilities.

The event was graced by esteemed Chief
Guests, including Dr. Devidas Golhar, Mr. M. B.
Sankeshwarkar, and Mr. Yogesh Deshpande. Their
valuable insights, encouragement, and expert
evaluation added immense value to the event.

The show was meticulously planned and
executed, with students taking responsibility for
every aspect—from design conceptualization and
garment construction to choreography, styling, and
presentation.

A total of 110 students from across the college
were selected for participation in the modelling
segment of the event. The selected students were
systematically trained in ramp walk techniques and
grooming by the faculty members of the
Department of Fashion Technology.

The faculty also undertook the responsibility
of designing and executing key production
elements, including stage design and lighting
design, ensuring professional presentation
standards. In addition, efforts were made by the
faculty to secure sponsorships for the makeup
requirements of the models.

These coordinated initiatives by the teaching
staff resulted in significant cost efficiency, leading
to an estimated financial saving of approximately
Rs.2,00,000 for the institution.

The
agenda of the meeting was to discuss the various
initiatives to be taken by the Green Campus
Committee in the year 2025-26.

The few activities listed here are Plastic free
campus, Rainwater harvesting, Waste
Management, Setting of EV charging points, Tree
plantation, No vehicle day, setting up and
maintenance of butterfly garden etc.

The college has signed a MOU with Bisleri
Company for plastic collection. On 3™ Oct Mr.Sumit
Chandanshive, a colleague of Mr.Appasaheb
Dhanake from Bisleri Company gave plastic
collection bags to the college. The bags can take
up to 20 Kgs of waste. This activity is promoting
the waste plastic collection from Modern College
campus which can be taken for recycling in the
appropriate facility. The main motive of this is to
create awareness about proper disposal of plastic
waste.

As part of Vyapar Mela at the Modern College
of Arts, Science, and Commerce, Bisleri organized
a “Bottles for Change” plastic recycling awareness
campaign. Bisleri, the pioneer of packaged drinking
water in India, took this initiative to create
awareness among citizens about the importance
of plastic recycling.

1. Biocomposting of leaf litter and plant waste
with the help of Rotary club and Pune
Municipal Corporation. The biocomposting
unit reactivated in the academic year was
maintained with the help of culture provided
by PMC and periodically added with leaflitter
for biocomposting.

2. Similarly the vermicomposting unit activated
in collaboration with INORA was also
maintained by setting up the sprinklers and
drip irrigation is provided to keep the units
moist and fast degradation of biological waste.
The unit is producing vermicompost now.

3. The butterfly garden concept was initiated with
the help of Zoology and Botany departments.
The experts from both the departments helped
in choosing the plant species and maintaining
them to attract butterflies. The budget for the
butterfly garden was sanctioned through the
YSS scheme and students were also encouraged
to plant the plantlets and maintain
them.Prof.Madhura Plashikar from
Biotechnology department get the sanction of
butterfly garden and six students worked under
her guidance for maintenance of the garden.
The drip irrigation system is also set for
watering the plants during the summer
vacation.

4, The committee is also working on rain water
harvesting, solar energy generation and more
effective solid waste management under the
able guidance of Dr. Prof. Neeta Patil, advisor
of the committee.

5. As a part of Social Responsibilities Tuesday
13th January 2026 was observed as “No Motor
vehicle Day” The purpose of the activity was
to reduce air pollution and to create awareness
about conservation of natural resources among
students and faculty members.

Permanent relocation of Psychology
Department: Lecture Halls CC-8 and CC-9
were allocated to the Department of
Psychology, leading to the permanent shifting
of classes (FYBA, TYBSc CS Div B, SYBSc CS
Div B, FYBSc CS Div A) to CC-4 and CC-5
respectively (June 2025).
